T h is is D epartm ental polic y  and a m andator y  req uirem ent of all P rinc ipals.

P rov ide a safe env ironm ent for th e alleged v ic tim . 

Separate th e alleged v ic tim  and oth ers inv olv ed, and prov ide staff support for eac h  indiv idual.  
Address duty  of c are issues for all students inv olv ed.

Inform  th e student of y our ob ligation to report th e inc ident to th e D epartm ent of E duc ation,  
V ic toria P olic e and, if appropriate, D H S C h ild P rotec tion.

In th e c ase of an em ergenc y , c all for m edic al assistanc e/polic e.

O th er th an ensuring th e safety  of all inv olv ed, th ere sh ould b e no detailed c om m unic ation  
w ith  alleged perpetrators, th eir parents/c arers and any  oth er students inv olv ed until after  

approv al from  th e V ic toria P olic e SO C A U nit.

Allegations of sexual assault m ust b e m anaged in partnersh ip w ith  th e Student C ritic al Inc ident Adv isor y  
U nit and th e Regional O ffi c e, w h o w ill prov ide ongoing adv ic e and support to sc h ools.

Police are the investigating body.

It is the responsibility of the Principal to develop a partnership with the Manager, Student Critical 

Incident Advisory Unit and the Regional Director.
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
